What i1s MEPA Review?

A Massachusetts Environmental Policy Act (MEPA)

A The intent of MEPA is to provide meaningful opportunities for public
review of environmental impacts of certain projects

A Review is required for projects that exceed MEPA review thresholds (301
CMR 11.03)and require state Agency Actions

A MEPA review is not a permitting process, we do not approve or deny
projects

A MEPA review is required to be completed prior to Agency Actions being
taken (such as a state permit being issued)
